Emergency procedures (fire drills, medical response,
severe weather) are practiced regularly. Health and allergy protocols are strictly followed.

We use restorative practices that focus on reconciliation, reflection, and personal growth
rather than punitive measures.

Parent Involvement

Parents are essential partners. Contributions may include teaching, assisting, fundraising,
administrative support, or mentoring.

Purpose: Ensure a secure, Christ-presence-centered environment for every gathering.

Background Checks: All adults in teaching/volunteer roles complete checks; renewed every two
years.

Fire/Evacuation: Identify exits; lead students to assembly; take attendance immediately.

Medical Emergencies: CPR/First Aid adult on site; keep emergency contacts accessible; call 911 if
needed.

Severe Weather: Shelter in designated zones; notify parents via phone/text.

Allergies: Families disclose; nut-free snacks encouraged; epi-pen use known to leaders.
lliness Policy: Stay home if contagious; 24 hours symptom-free before return.

General Safety: Continuous supervision; facility checks; first aid kits/extinguishers available.

Training: Annual safety training; practice drills; encourage feedback to strengthen safety.
